The substrate has to be prepared by a 
suitable mechanical or chemical process to 
remove any oil, dirt, and residues of alkali 
compounds. Weak areas of the concrete 
must be removed completely. You can use 
BASADUR® products to repair substrate, fill 
cavities, holes, and cracks. Before applying 
the coating, remove all dust from the 
substrate with a vacuum cleaner.
